get the results of the project to the intended user (growers, farm advisors, 
researchers, etc.).

Budget:
List the years the project is expected to continue with the estimated total budget for each of these years.  (Normal budget breakdown is required only for the current year of the proposal).  List source and amount of support you are or hope to get for this project in addition to amount requested on this proposal (you may also give estimated contribution of your institution).
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
