PesƟ cide Safety Training Requirements: this class is intended for 
anyone who has unlicensed pesƟ cide applicators (pesƟ cide handlers) 
working under their supervision and is required to provide them training. 
It will go into detail about the training that is required to be given to 
pesƟ cide handlers by the Federal Worker ProtecƟ on Standard (WPS) and 
the California Code of RegulaƟ ons (CCR). We will also talk about adult 
learning principles and how to tailor your training towards adults to 
maximize their learning.

Overview of CA Respirator Requirements: this class is intended for 
anyone who applies pesƟ cides that require the use of a respirator, and 
anyone who supervises and/or employes respirator users. It will go into 
details about what is required by the CA Respirator RegulaƟ ons (3 CCR 
SecƟ on 6739), including: when to wear a respirator, how to choose a 
respirator, what training must be given to respirator users, fi t tests and 
fi t checks.
